Michael's 1781 sale of the SWORD'S CREEK land he inherited from Henry,
coincides with his retumn from Rewolutionary War semce Does anyone know
of John BOREM, the purchaser?

Washington county records indicate that the court ordered the appraisal of

the deceased Henry SWORD'S estate in November of 1777 gnd the invento:y of
the estate was recorded in January 1779. No names were menhoned in the
inventory, only personal property. et .

Later Washington county court records indicate that Philip SWORD, "a poor
child about 10 years old the first of March 1778 be bound to Archilaus
Dickenson". Itis speculated that Philip SWORD (1768>1816) and Michael
SWORD (1756/61-1846) are the sons of Henry SWORD.- lt is further speculated
that Sarah SWORD (1772-1832) who married Francns BROWNING in late 1790's is
